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EFrom the The Fifth Apparition
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The fifth apparition of Our Lady of
Fatima occurred on September 13,
1917. By this time, news of Our Lady’s apparitions have
spread beyond the little quiet town of Fatima. So, a
crowd of about 20,000 from all over Fatima and the sur-
rounding areas came to Cova da Iria. People observed
the atmospheric phenomena similar to those of the previ-
ous apparitions: the sudden cooling of the air, a dimming
of the sun to the point where the stars could be seen, and
a rain resembling iridescent petals or snowflakes that dis-
appeared before touching the ground.

This time, a luminous globe was also noticed which
moved slowly and majestically through the sky from east
to west and, at the end of the apparition, in the opposite
direction. The seers saw the customary light, which they
called “lightning,” but was actually the glare emanating
from Our Lady, and then they saw Our Lady over the
holm oak.

Our Lady: Continue to pray the Rosary to obtain the end
of the war. In October, Our Lord will also come, as well as
Our Lady of Sorrows and Our Lady of Mount Carmel, and
Saint Joseph with the Child Jesus, to bless the world.
God is pleased with your sacrifices, but He does not want
you to sleep with the ropes; wear them only during the
day. (The children were wearing ropes around their waists
as a sacrifice for sinners.)

Lucia: They have requested me to ask you for many
things, for the cure of some sick persons, of a deaf-mute.
Our Lady: Yes, | will cure some, others not. In October, |
will perform a miracle for all to believe.

As usual, Our Lady began to rise toward the east until she
disappeared in the vast expanse of the firmament.

What lessons can we learn from this fifth apparition
of Our Lady of Fatima?

The September apparition was very short, but Our Lady’s
words remind us again of the importance of praying the
Rosary daily and the necessity of offering sacrifices for
sinners.

1. “Continue to pray the Rosary to obtain the end of
the war.” The Blessed Mother recommended praying the
Rosary daily at each of her six apparitions in Fatima (May
-October). The Rosary is a very powerful prayer. After
the Holy Sacrifice of the Mass and the Sacred Liturgy of
the Church, the Rosary comes next. When Our Lady rec-
ommended the Rosary to St. Dominic in the early 13"
century, the Albigensian heresy was wrecking havoc on
Christian Europe, particularly France. According to tradi-
tion, the Virgin Mary told St. Dominic in a vision: : "Pray
my Psalter and teach it to your people. That prayer will
never fail". Dominic was told that if he did as instructed,
the heresy would be dispelled. Eventually after wide-
spread teachings on the Rosary and the meditations on

the life, death, and resurrection of Christ, the heresy was
defeated and the Church was strengthened. The Rosary
was also instrumental in the Christian forces’ victory in the
Battle of Lepanto. On October 7, 1571, the severely out-
numbered Christian fleet fought an intense battle with the
Muslim fleet of the Ottoman Empire, which aimed to con-
quer the rest of Europe and spread Islam there. Pope
Pius V ordered the churches across the continent to open
for prayer day and night, encouraging the faithful to peti-
tion the intercession of the Blessed Virgin Mary through
the recitation of the Rosary. The severely outnumbered
Christians were victorious over the Muslims. Pope
Pius added a new feast day to the Roman Liturgical Cal-
endar - October 7th would henceforth be the Feast of Our
Lady of Victory. Pope Pius' successor, Gregory XllI
would change the name of this day to the Feast of the
Holy Rosary. These are just a couple of examples of the
power of the Rosary. There are hundreds of documented
cases, including the end of World War | as promised by
Our Lady in the September apparition. It ended in No-
vember 1918, just over a year after the last apparition at
Fatima.

Sr. Lucia later said about the Rosary: “The Most Holy Vir-
gin in these last times in which we live has given a new
efficacy to the recitation of the Rosary to such an extent
that there is no problem, no matter how difficult it is,
whether temporal or above all spiritual, in the personal life
of each one of us, of our families...that cannot be solved
by the Rosary. With the Holy Rosary, we will save our-
selves, we will sanctify ourselves, we will console Our
Lord and obtain the salvation of many souls.”

So, if you haven'’t picked up the habit of praying the Ro-
sary daily, now is the time. It only takes 15 minutes. We
spend more time flipping through the TV channels, surfing
the Internet, engaging in social media. If we can find time
for those things, surely we can spare 15 minutes to pray
the Rosary. If 15 minutes is too long for you, start with 1
decade each day, adding a decade each week, until you
pray the entire 5-decade Rosary. Our Lady requests it
from us, and our world is in great need of it. It is part of
Our Lady’s peace plan for the world. Let’s be generous in
heeding the Blessed Mother’s requests.
